Useful Information 
Once in the city, all of the attractions are within a short walking distance of each other. Start your 
day with breakfast at one of the cafes overlooking the magnificent Cathedral, such as Tea on the 
Green, located in Cathedral Close. 

After breakfast, join a free guided walking tour of the city with the Red Coat Guides, to discover 
Exeter’s hidden secrets and tales from its 2,000 year history. Tours last for approximately 90 minutes 
and meet outside the Royal Clarence Hotel in Cathedral Yard or outside the Quay House Visitor 
Centre. After your tour, visit Exeter Cathedral to see the longest unbroken stretch of Gothic vaulting 
in the world. 

Head down to the Historic Quayside after this for some lunch in one of the pubs or cafes 
overlooking the river. The Quayside is approximately 10 minutes walk from the Cathedral, or buses 
run hourly from the High Street. After lunch, visit the Quay House Visitor Centre (free admission) to 
find out more about Exeter’s maritime history, and watch the 15 minute film ‘Exeter – 2,000 Years 
of History’! 

There are plenty of other activities to enjoy on the Quayside – hire a bicycle or canoe to 
explore the Exeter Ship Canal, or browse the shops and craft workshops housed in historic 
cellars and bonded warehouses. Catch the last bus at 3.30pm, or walk back up to the 
city centre to Exeter’s Underground Passages. At this unique attraction, you can take 
a guided tour of medieval vaulted passageways under the city’s streets. Originally 
built to bring fresh water into the city in the 14th century, these are the only 
passages of their type open to the public in Britain!
