Day 1 – East Devon & Jurassic Coast
Morning

Day 2 – Dartmoor National Park
Morning

Described as one of Britain’s Breathing Spaces, Dartmoor National Park is the largest and wildest area of open country in Southern England. There is a large car park here for coaches, and visitors can enjoy a stroll around the village which is home to gift shops, cafes and pubs. Close to Widecombe are many of Dartmoor’s most famous landmarks including Haytor Vale, Postbridge and Dartmeet. 
Journey distance between Exeter & Widecombe in the Moor is 25 miles. Journey time is 35 minutes.

Enjoy lunch in one of the village’s delightful cafes or pubs, from which picturesque views of the surrounding moorland can be enjoyed. 
Afternoon

This afternoon, visit the last castle to be built in England, Castle Drogo. Looming over Dartmoor this granite giant created by the great architect Sir Edwin Lutyens offers groups fascinating tours of grand showrooms, the original residential apartments, the kitchens and servant quarters of this unique dwelling. Gardening enthusiasts will also delight in exploring the formal garden and rhododendron valley.
